a. UMembershipU:

c. UMedia Training

Media Training has been arranged for KM and PW for November. 

d. UConsideration of a Peer Review Process

PW reported back following meeting with Simon Courtman (APA member in charge of peer review process). He explained process that has been adopted by the APA.

The APA is happy for a PICU module to be created and integrated into their peer review process. PW invited to accompany as observer on a review.

This would be a process supportive of the units and not a commissioning tool.

OB- previous peer review experience and new council link to APA- willing to be involved in process.

Council supported continuing to look at the process

a.   Winter Capacity Issues:  

Ongoing discussion about best mechanism of collecting this data

PICANet unable to do so. At present EBS collects. Discussion about benefits for PICU’s and commissioners. Overall agreement that PICU’s need to collect smallest data set possible to ensure uptake.

Action: 

KM to continue discussions with CfH contact to take forward possibilities for PIC within their bed management system.

b.  RCPCH Discussions- HDU national review:   

Following KM and PW meeting with David Shortland and one of the Project managers at RCPCH a date for the working party has been set- 17PthP November

Action:

KM to finalise invitation list and venue with RCPCH

c.   Air Transport

Meeting held on 22nd June. Support for a collaborative model of working with input from charities, clinical retrieval teams and hopefully national commissioners. Preliminary discussions suggest that any national commissioning support would be unlikely before April 2013. A follow up meeting is planned for 5PthP October 2011 which David Rowney is co-ordinating.

d.   Safe and Sustainable Cardiac Process

Outcome expected shortly.

All results to consultation process on website.

Following PICS letter feeding into the process, there has been some dissatisfaction from a number of units.  This was discussed extensively. The final points were

· Council had tried to take into account views of all their members

· the Council response highlighted general themes and did not include an option preference

· points made were highlighting PICS standards

Action:

KM to raise at AGM 

e.   Safe and Sustainable neurosurgery process


AW told council all relevant documents are on the PICS website

KM stated that following a letter to all members asking for comments on the documents, he had very few responses.

Councils view was that it was difficult to comment without more substance and that the PICS Standards should be ensured.

Action:

KM to draft letter of response taking into account comments from Council and members who have replied.

f.  Officer for conference planning

Council unanimously agreed that this should be created and co-opted onto council. The term would be 3 years. Post would act as link between local organisers and council. PMF has agreed to continue in role.

Action:

KM to announce at AGM. Will require a minor change in the PICS Constitution document.

g.  ACCEA

Unsure if the national process is continuing. All members are aware that we are proceeding with the process in the meantime. Applications have to be with PICS by 3PrdP October. IJ for bronze and gold and PW for silver.

h.   Special interest groups

There are a number of special interest groups within PICS. Some have formalised contact with PICS Council and others don’t. It was agreed that council needed to ensure all groups were affiliated to council and reported on at least an annual basis.

Action:

1) PW to collate all interest groups with lead on spreadsheet

2) PW to write to all interest groups and ask for a TOR and to attend PICS on at least an annual basis to feedback progress and raise issues of relevance to Council.
